ICELAND - 10 days -

PROPOSED ITINERARY
NB: Subject to change, for your benefit.

Day 1

Landing at Keflavik airport around 15.00 hrs. On the
way to our hotel we visit the famous Blue Lagoon and
its thermal waters for a photographic stop.
Accommodation at Hotel Hamar in Borgarnes in the
west.

Day 2

After departing from our hotel we visit the
Settlement Centre Museum, we then
journey northwest, (along the way are
many beautiful stops for
photography), and travel on

towards our destination,

Akureyri, the capital of the

North where we will be staying

for two nights at the beautifully
situated Country Hotel. At the

hotel we enjoy a Buffet Dinner.

Day 3

The day starts with an exciting

snow tractor ride across the

mountains - weather

permitting. After we take a ferry boat

to the island of Hrisey, to see the birds

in their winter plumage and visit an island
restaurant to enjoy a local fresh fish lunch.

Sightseeing tour of Akureyri.
Day 4

We travel to the beautiful waterfall Godafoss, (Falls of
the Gods) then onto the famous Lake Myvatn, to see
the pseudo craters, waterfalls, hot mud pools and an
explosive crater plus a bird museum. We finish the day
bathing in a huge thermal pool of hot water, called the
Natural Baths. Then totally relaxed, we return to a
lakeside hotel and dinner.

Day 5

Today we have an exciting journey across the north of
Iceland towards the East coastal areas. Journeying
across the wild interior, we make a lovely stop for lunch
at Fjallakaffi in M6drudal. Here, situated in the rugged
wilderness of Iceland, you will find Médrudalur & Fjéllum
- a farm that has been around since the settlement of
Iceland. Then onto our hotel at Egilsstadir, situated by
the shores of the longest lake in Iceland, for one night
and dinner.

Day 6

We now continue our journey along the east coastal
road, travelling in and out of beautiful fjords, to our hotel
destination south of H6fn. A visit to a mineral stone
museum, where all stones have been collected by one
lady from the surrounding mountains. Our hotel for one
night is at a thriving farm, the excellent hotel called
Smyrlabjérg.

Day 7
An exciting day, as we drive past the massive glacial
tongues of Vatnajokull Glacier (the largest glacier in
Europe) as they sweep down between the
mountains. We see the huge glacial lagoon, filled
with ice bergs that have broken off from the main
glacier. Great for photography, we visit stranded ice
bergs on the black lava sands. We make a visit to a
beautiful black sand beach called Reynisfjara at Vik
to see the basaltic columns.Our last stop of the day is
at Skogar to see the wonderfall waterfall Skogarfoss,
plus a very interesting visit to the Skogar Museum.

Then our one night stay and dinner at
the Country Hofel Dyrhdlaey,

which is situated high on a hill
with wonderful views of the sea.

Day 8

A busy day on our way back to
Reykjavik, of waterfalls and
geysirs, visiting the waterfall
called Seljalandsfoss. Visit to
greenhouses at Fridheimar.
Then across country to the
famous Geysir area, to watch
Strokkur erupt boiling water
high into the air. Then onto
Gullfoss waterfall (the Golden
Falls), all these waterfalls are so
dramatic at this time of the year,
being partly frozen.

On to Pingvellir (the Parliament Plains),

to see the massive fissure caused by the two
oceanic plates pulling Iceland apart. If time
and light is available we will make other interesting
visits such as the incredible Lava Centre at Hvolsvéllur.
Back to Reykjavik to our hotel, Skuggi for two nights
and dinner at top restaurant in Reykjavik.

Day 9

The day starts with a two hour sightseeing tour of
Reykjavik and after lunch the rest of the day is free for
you to explore the capital Reykjavik, to visit its Art
Galleries and National Museum of Iceland (a very
interesting and modern museum). Full information will
be given on what is available to see and where each
visit is situated. The centre of Reykjavik is buzzing,
and a visit should be made to the Town Hall where a
huge map of Iceland is on display and you can follow
the route we made around the island. The Town Hall
sits beside the huge lake, take some bread with you to
feed the numerous varieties of birds there.
Dinner at one of Reykjavik’s top restaurants.

Day 10
Flight back to the UK.
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
